Terracota plays original music in intimate arrangements with sensual colours, uniting two guitars and percussion, instinctive music which delivers all its emotion.

Véronique Gillet (Belgium) and Fernando Freitez (Venezuela) are tightly bound together in their compositions by a common taste for unexpected and refined harmonies, for rhythms with a tropical perfume. This music radiates a surprising complicity, in both sonority as well as a personal and original instrumental playing style.

Carlos Franco (Venezuela) is a percussionist impregnated with Caribbean rhythms. He plays an unusual and poorly known instrument: the “tinaja” a water jar used by Venezuelan peasants (close to the indian “oudou”), whose tones blends perfectly with the guitars. Carlos Franco’s playing adds much greater depth to Terracota’s music so close to the earth and its curves.
